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Hope in the Rubble
Myanmar Earthquake Relief
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The ground shook, and in an instant, lives crumbled.

On 28 March 2025, Myanmar was struck by a devastating 7.7 magnitude earthqualgé'
centered near Sagaing.

The tremors caused widespread destruction across Mandalay, Bago, Nay Pyi Taw and
the southern Shan State, collapsing buildings, igniting fires, cutting off clean water
access, and displacing thousands.

The humanitarian needs that followed were immediate and overwhelming.

In response, the Malaysian Missionary Movement (MMM), in partnership with the
Lower Myanmar Methodist Church, swiftly organized a compassionate relief mission
from April 21-29.

Bro. James and Bro. Jesu visited affected regions such as Myit Thar Village and South
Pan Ya, bringing hope to communities in crisis.

In Myit TharVillage,the mostheartbreakingincident occurredwhenamosque collapsed
during worship, resulting in 29 tragic deaths, including 11 children, and many injuries.

Emergency food aid was distributed to over 350 families, and a new water purification
systemwasinstalled to prevent disease outbreaks.In South PanYa,another137 families
received food relief after facing loss of shelter and livelihood.

The team also visited the damaged Christ Methodist Church in Mandalay and worked
closely with 32 local volunteers and church leaders to offer spiritual and emotional
support. In some locations, house-to-house prayers and simple medical aid brought
comfort to injured survivors and grieving families.

Clean water systems were set up in multiple villages, and emotional healing efforts
began through counseling and prayer. Even amid overwhelming suffering, there were
stories of courage and resilience such as the young woman burned in a kitchen fire
during the quake, and the man who leapt from a collapsing building to save his life. We
thank every member of the MMM family for your heartfelt prayers. Your intercession,
love and encouragement have been a source of strength for our mission team and the
people of Myanmar. The suffering is still real, and many are rebuilding from nothing.
Yet, through faith and unity, we continue to be a light in the darkness.

Please keep Myanmar in your continued prayers as the next phase of rebuilding homes,
churches and lives will begin soon.

God was not just using us - He was transforming
us.

No idea too
insignificant.



We withessed a beautiful harmony of gifts and generations. People who had never
served together found themselves shoulder-to-shoulder, building something eternal.

(2025 - 2028). Every discussion, meeting and deliberation with regards to this camp
was conducted in the spirit of prayer, dedicating at least 30 minutes to seek the Lord's
guidance. Additionally, a special prayer session took place on Wednesdays from 12pm
to 12.30pm and on Saturdays from 6.30am to 7am via Zoom to pray for this camp.The
camp participants were also encouraged to fast and pray as part of their preparation
for the camp.

The camp commenced with a spirit-led worship and prayer. This was followed by
opening remarks fromthe TAC President, Rev. Dr. Dennis Rajwho established the tone for
the entire prayer conference with a reference to Jonah 3:6-10.

A Christian Perspective On Health
Among The Elderly

As we enter this season of Thanksgiving, may our hearts be full of gratitude for the
many blessings God has bestowed upon us. This includes the elderly members of our
church and families who remain living testimonies of faith, wisdom and endurance.

While aging brings many gifts, it also comes with significant health challenges. In
Malaysia, according to the National Health & Morbidity Survey (NHMS), the prevalence
of risk factors for heart and kidney disease among adults > 18 years has shown an
increasing trend as noted on the table below;

The prevalence of chronic kidney disease (CKD) in Malaysia has also increased over the
years from 10% to now 15% of the population! '

As a physician and nephrologist, | have seen older patients struggle daily with chronie
illnesses such as hypertension, diabetes, CKD, arthritis and cognitive decline. However,
in spite of these illnesses, | have witnessed profound grace and spiritual strength that
can only be explained by a life set on Christ.

AGING AND HEALTH: A SACRED SEASON

The organsin ourbody gradually deteriorate over time.Kidneys lose function as we age;
and this complicates other co-morbidities one may have. Many elderly individuals are
managing multiple medications, dietary restrictions and doctor visits - often silently

and patiently. Yet, even in this - God is still at work. As Scripture reminds us:

“Even to your old age, | am He, and even to grey hairs | will carry you!  have made, and |

Butiti is a testament to God’s faithfulness and the power of second chances.

On Tuesday, July 29, the 20-year-old from a remote village in the interior of
Paitan began his studies at Kolej Komuniti Sandakan, pursuing a certificate in
tourism. Praise God!

For Yerikho, this was more than just the first day of college as it was a miracle. Out
of 14 siblings, he is the first to set foot in an institution of higher learning.

Yet, the road was anything but easy.

In 2023, just a week before sitting for his SPM exams, Yerikho dropped out of
school to help his father on the farm. But at 19, during one of MMM'’s mission
trips to Paitan, he reached out by asking for a second chance to sit for the
exam.

That cry did not go unheard.

Through the MMM online classes, six dedicated teachers answered the call
and journeyed with Yerikho in 2024. With their support and his perseverance,
he passed his SPM and it opened the door to college.

The process, however, was grueling. To attend classes, Yerikho would travel
by sampan from his village to the pastor’s house. Eventually, he stayed there
during the week, sleeping on a cardboard-turned-mattress. He struggled
with health issues like gastric, and at times, discipline was a challenge.

But Yerikho pressed on and sustained by prayer, hard work, and unwavering
faith.

Now, he stands tall in his community - not just as a student, but as a
symbol of hope.

The journey isn’t over. He still has four semesters to complete before
earning his certificate. But in his heart burns a desire to go even further.

As his MMM family, let us continue to lift Yerikho in prayer and that God wiill
bless him with good friends, sharpen his focus in class, help him improve his
English, and above all, draw him even closer in his walk with the Lord.

EYE Drive 25 (ED25)

The Eye Drive 25 project was first proposed in 2024 during a
committee meeting but was postponed due to insufficient data.
In 2025, the Lord placed this burden once again upon our hearts,
and the committee responded in obedience. The project officially
commenced in February 2025.

The initiative was opened to the church for donations, with each pair
of spectacles for refugee children costing RM100—RM50 funded by
the church and RM50 sponsored by the optical supplier.

We presented the proposal to our Local Church Executive
Committee (LCEC), and with their blessing, we began promotion
through church bulletins and WhatsApp groups. With confidence,
we believed that by April 2025, the required funds would be in. But as always,
the Lord, the Master Builder behind the scenes, had a greater plan.

He led us to partner with the Malaysian Missionary Movement (MMM). After
explaining the vision to Brother Jesu, he responded with the spirit of Barnabas—full of
encouragement and readiness. Together, we began mobilizing support from TMC
Klang members and friends.

Walking in Faith

As time passed, the funds came in slowly,and discouragement began to creep
in. We updated the LCEC regularly, and they kindly offered financial support
if needed. However, in prayer, we discerned God saying, “Do not postpone—I|

will provide.”

On Sunday, 4th May 2025, a joint meeting was held between TMC Klang
MYAF and MMM. We shared our updates, and our Pastor, Rev. Vinsant Rayar,
reminded us: “The Lord does not release resources immediately—He waits until
the last minute, then provides.” During the prayer, Brother Jesu touched our
hearts with these words: “Lord, when they wear these spectacles, let their eyes
be opened to see Your love.”

As | drove home, still wondering how this would be possible, the Lord spoke to
me: “Your work is to fill the jars with water; My work is to turn it into wine.” And
again: “Bring the fish and the loaves, and | will multiply them.”

Testimony 1: The Financial Breakthrough
Our donation drive was set to end on 31st May 2025. But
as of 25th May, we had only collected RM1,000—far
short of the RM6,000 needed.

After attending the LCEC meeting, we went
home hoping for a miracle.

That night, while checking the church accounts (as | also serve as treasurer for TMC
Klang), | saw the donations had poured in! The Lord had moved hearts, and we reached
our goal—and more. By the end, we collected nearly RM9,000. Truly, God had turned
water into wine!

Testimony 2: A Last-Minute Replacement

Early in the project, we had partnered with an optician to provide spectacles. Just one
week before the event, they informed Brother Samuel Raj that they could not proceed
due to lack of manpower. Despite his attempts to persuade them, the decision was
final.

Without alarming the rest of the committee or church leaders, we trusted that the
God who began the good work would complete it. Brother Samuel scouted Klang and
found Trendy Spec, an optical shop willing to step in at the last moment. Our hearts
were filled with joy—God had provided again!

The Event

On Saturday, 14th June 2025, EYE Drive 25 was officially launched. The opening prayer
was offered by South Selangor District Superintendent Rev. Doraiseelan, followed by
a message from Rev. Vinsant Rayar TMC Klang Pastor. Brother Jesu fromm MMM shared,
an act which revealed God’s love.

The event was filled with vibrant energy, led by Ms. Andrea Varsha together with her
team.The program featured uplifting songs, lively dances,and engaging activities such
as colouring sessions and a delightful fashion show. The joyful atmosphere brought
excitement not only to the children but also to their parents, creating a memorable
experience for all who attended.

A total of 96 refugee children were blessed through this project. Most had vision
challenges beyond typical reading issues. The children represented countries including
Indonesia, Sri Lanka, Myanmar, Rohingya, Afghanistan, and Pakistan.

Breakfast and lunch were served, and MMM also distributed clothes to the women
present. The team prayed for many, including a mother diagnosed with a brain tumor.

Volunteers from across ministries—LCEC, MYAF Counsellor, MYAF, MYF, MW, MSF, Social
Concern, Missions, Evangelism, Church School, Fellowship and our partners MMM and
El Shaddai—served with one heart and mind. The unity was beautiful. God’s grace was
evident from start to finish.

Final Blessing

One unforgettable moment occurred after the event. Although the spectacles were
initially expected to be ready in three weeks, they were completed in just one week.
The opticians from Trendy Spectacles were deeply moved by the children’s eagerness
and the heartfelt nature of the project. Driven by compassion, they worked overtime
and personally inquired when the children would be receiving their glasses.

From beginning to end, Eye Drive 25 was a powerful testimony of God’s providence,
perfect timing, and unwavering faithfulness. What began with uncertainty ended
in abundant grace. Truly, when we place what we have in His hands, He multiplies it
beyond what we could imagine.

Reflection on "Glorying in our Buildings”

It is a convicting reminder that bricks and mortar should never become our boast.
While buildings can be useful tools for ministry, they are not proofs of God's favour,
nor should they be the metric of church health. When we measure our success or
faithfulness by the aesthetics, size, or functionality of our facilities, we risk shifting
our eyes from Christ to comfort, from the gospel to grandeur.

Paul reminds us in Galatians 6:14, "But far be it from me to boast except in the cross of
our Lord Jesus Christ’. That includes boasting in our programs, attendance numbers,
and yes—our buildings.

Buildings may house the body, but they must never replace the heart of the body:
Christ Himself and His gospel. Encouragement for gospel ministry comes not from
square footage but from Scripture, prayer, and the presence of the Holy Spirit.

A Theology of Buildings: Stewardship Without Idolatry
We do not measure spiritual maturity by how much we admire our church buildings.

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Nor do we boast in the age, grandeur, or appearance of our facilities. We reject the
notion that older structures make us more spiritual, just as we reject the idea that
updating or renovating our property is necessarily worldly. Our hope and identity are
not found in brick and mortar—but in Christ alone.

At the same time, we recognise that every resource God entrusts to us—including our
physical property—can and should be used for His glory. As wise and faithful stewards,
we desire to use our facilities to honour His Name, serve His people, and advance the
mission of the gospel.

As we consider the future of our church buildings, we seek to walk forward with hearts
aligned to the Lord. Our aim is not to build monuments to ourselves, but to participate
joyfully and responsibly in His work—through worship, discipleship, evangelism, and
missions.

Let us root our decisions in Scripture, seek His wisdom, and remain humble and hopeful
in the work He is doing through us and among us. If we drift from the abiding Word and
the work of the Spirit, we will lose our focus. However, if we stay centered on Christ,
even the buildings we steward can become tools for His glory.
