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The Christmas Message
foretold of old.

Christmas is the culmination of the Old Testament. It is the event to which the
prophets have in all different ways been leading namely the nativity, the birth of Jesus
the Messiah. Let us delve into scripture to look from the Annunciation right to the
Fulfillment about Jesus the Son of God who was born in Bethlehem.

1. THE ANNUNCIATION
Luke 1:26-27: God sent the angel Gabriel to Nazareth...to a virgin pledged to be
married to a man named Joseph.

Luke 1:30-33: Do not be afraid Mary, for you have found favor with God. You will
conceive in your womb and bring forth a Son and shall call him Jesus. He will be
great and will be called the Son of the Highest and the lord God will give Him a
throne of His father David.

It took 400 years of silent waiting before this prophesy took place. Firstly, he was
named Jesus, a saving mission. Secondly, he would be great, the Son of the Most
High. Thirdly, he would reign over Israel forever. Savior, Son and King were the
three titles the angel told to Mary to give him.

2. MARY’S SONG
Luke 1:46-48: My soul glorifies the Lord and my spirit rejoices in God my Savior,
for he has been mindful of the humble state of his servant.

Mary’s song signifies 2 aspects. First, God dethrones the mighty and exalts the
humble. He did this with Pharaoh and Nebuchadnezzar who had hardness of
heart and a stubborn nature. Only when we get on our knees like the penitent
publican, can God exalt us with His forgiveness. Second, God dismisses the

rich and feeds the hungry. Hunger is still an indispensable condition of spiritual
blessing, while complacent self-satisfaction is its greatest enemy. We cannot live
being independent of God as we will fail miserably.

3. THE VIRGIN BIRTH
Luke 1:35: The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the
power of the Most High will overshadow you. So, the
holy one to be born will be called the Son of God. This was
to be in two stages: First it stressed the
continuity that Mary’s child would occupy the throne
of his father David. He would inherit from his mother
both his humanity and his title to the messianic kingdom.
Second, it stressed the discontinuity of Mary because the Holy
Spirit, the creative power of God would overshadow her and the
child would be unique, sinless and the Son of God. As a result of
the virgin birth, Jesus Christ was simultaneously Mary’s son
and God’s Son, human and divine.




4. MARY’S SUBMISSION
Lukel:38: “l am the Lords’ servant,”, Mary answered. “May it be to me as you have
said.” Once God’s purpose and method has been explained to her, she did not
complain or murmur. She was entirely at Gods disposal. She accepted God’s plan
totally and completely. The humility and courage of Mary with her reputation at
stake shows her submission and surrender to the Holy God. She was willing to be
obedient to God even if she had to lose her good name.

5. BETHLEHEM
Luke 2:7: She gave birth to her firstborn, a son. She wrapped him in cloths and
placed him in a manger, because there was no room for them in the inn. It
was Augustus, who reigned over the empire from 30 BC to AD 14 who issued an
edict that a census be taken on the whole population and that people must go
back to their hometown to register. Joseph had to return to Bethlehem but
he did not have to take Mary but because of her advanced pregnancy he
decided to take her with him. Thus, the Emperor and the Innkeeper both
played the part in God’s plan without knowing it. They fulfilled the prophesy in
that the innkeeper, by reason of overcrowding in the town, ensured that the
Savior was born not in a palace but in a stable, not in splendor but in obscurity
and poverty. (Micah 5:2, Matt 2:5-6)

6. THE SHEPHERDS
Luke 2:8-11: There were shepherds living out in the fields nearby. An angel of
the Lord appeared to them and said to them “I bring you good tidings of great
joy. Today a Savior has been born to you; he is Christ the Lord...”

Luke 2:17: Now when they had seen Him, they made widely known the
saying which was told them concerning this Child. God chose to announce
the most stupendous good news to the humble shepherds. Firstly, they
obeyed and went to Bethlehem to see for themselves and they found

what they were looking for. Secondly, when they had seen baby Jesus, =3
“they spread the word” of what they had seen and heard. Thirdly, “the
shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God". They did not continue to
herd the sheep but spread the word to all their families, friends and relatives.
They had a transforming experience that changed their entire lives.

7. THE FULLNESS OF TIME =
Galatians: 4:4: But when the time had fully come, God sent his Son. 2
Why did the incarnation take place when it did, probably about 5BC, about a year
before the death of Herod the great in 4 BC? Some 2000 years had passed since
God called Abraham and promised through his family to bless all the families in
the world? Paul affirmed that God sent his Son, “when the appointed time came”
So, whenever we think or speak of Christmas, we have in mind that Epoch
making event by which God the eternal Son became a human being in Jesus
Christ. Jesus was 100 percent human and 100 percent divine. This Christmas
may we recognize the magnitude of the Love of God who bore the sins of the
whole world and through Jesus our Savior bore that cross on a tree and took
every vile sin that the we the world has ever committed and washed it with His
blood and regenerated us through the power of the Holy Spirit that we can have
eternal life, redeemed, justified and sanctified forever with Him.

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Spreading the
fragrance of Jesus in Bau

IT’S a plane. No. It’s Superman. No. It’s Jesus. Yes!

For one and a half days, about 40 Bidayuh children from various churches in the Bau
zone, together with 40 adults, both parents and helpers, gathered for an overnight
children’s camp at BEM Serasot from Nov 1-2. The theme: “Jesus Is My Superhero.”

The camp was part of a larger programme organised by the Malaysian Missionary
Movement (MMM) mission team from Oct 31-Nov 3.The five-member team comprised
Rajes Paul, Devi Ponampalam, Tan Miau Ing, Yvonne Tan, and Annie Foo.

Throughout the sessions, the children discovered that Jesus is their Superhero and
Saviour and that they are called to be His superheroes on earth. They learned the key
traits that define a hero for Christ:

FAITH - inspired by Hebrews 11
COURAGE - from David and Goliath

- OBEDIENCE - from Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego
POWER - through the Holy Spirit, as seen in Peter

There were three engaging sessions filled with songs, games, and creative activities
for the 6 to 12-year-olds. Helpers from the local churches played a vital role as they
prepared delicious meals, led lively praise and worship, and handled logistics with great
joy and dedication. It was truly a blessed time. One young participant, Irene, 12, shared
her dream of becoming a pastor. Amen!

We also launched MMM’s Gift of Hope (GOH) project for 50 children in this area. The
local partners were Pastor Peter Phay and his wife Pastor Julie from BEM Bau, who
headed the organising committee. They were supported by Bro Dundang and several
other pastors and leaders. Bau, which is a developing town about 45 minutes from
Kuching, is home to a vibrant and diverse community.

On Sunday, the team ministeredintwo churches - BEM Bauand BEM Segubang - sharing
the Word and conducting children’s programmes.

We have also been blessed with the opportunity to support the building of a prayer
house at Kampung Chengkelik, constructed by Cikgu Ayu’s father through donations
collected from church members to provide for materials and construction. This simple
yet significant house of prayer stands as a symbol of God’s presence and a gathering
place for worship among the villagers.

A special highlight was the Shoebox Project 6.0, which blessed the children of Kampung
Chengkelik through the kind coordination of Cikgu Ayu, who has also been our host and
person of peace, paving the way for our team to enter the village and minister effectively
among the community. These gifts, filled with love and prayers, brought joy to many
children and reminded them that they are precious in God’s eyes.

We deeply appreciate the commitment of our youths, missions team, and all church
members who have supported this work through prayers, giving, and service.

Symposium on Tamil Methodist Church History

The Board of Archive and History Symposium, held as an independent event for
the first time, made its debut on 13 September 2025 at TMC Ipoh to much acclaim.
The symposium was an outstanding gathering featuring the presentation of twenty
research papers and two keynote addresses, all centered on the theme “History of
the Malaysian Tamil Methodist Mission.”

The Tamil Christian mission in Malaysia has a rich history stretching back over 125
years. Tamil-speaking Christians, often influenced by both missionary work and the
long-standing Tamil cultural traditions, form a unique community within Malaysia's
broader Christian population. This symposium was held to provide an overview of
Tamil Christian mission work in Malaysia from its inception to the present day.

The organizing committee chairman, Mr. Steven Sekhar, welcomed Bishop Dr.
Jayakumar, our esteemed guest; President Rev. Dr.Dennis Raj; Selangor South DS Rev.
Doraiseelan John; Perak District DS Rev. Samuel Periathamby, distinguished

he mentloned that history is more than just a coIIectlon of dates and
events; itis our collective story,a narrative that shapes our present
and guides our future. It is through the diligent work of our
researchers that we are able to uncover, analyze, and preserve
these stories for generations to come. This symposiumisa , .
testament to that shared passion. /iz
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Rev. Dr. Dennis Raj, the president of the Tamil Annual /%
Conference, was then requested to share his opening Y Vit
remarks and say the opening prayer. The president (/7 Z-
shared the theme of TAC, “Seek God’s Glory,” and that this ,«’f ok,
gathering is about giving glory to God for what He has 7, /¢ s
done since the fifty years of the Tamil Annual Conference
formation.

We will look at the milestones of what the people :* {
have done, but God is the reason who has made it all
possible. Therefore, it is only right that we observe God’s
deeds for the past 50 years. This is an important year,
as we will be observing the 50th session of the TAC. We
must also ask where God is leading us to. The president
thanked Bishop Dr.Jayakumar for his presence despite his
busy schedule. He requested us to remember that, while we
sit and listen to all the papers being presented, God is at the
center of it all. He then said the opening prayer.

As it’s our norm, the symposium started off with a time of
singspiration and worship led by TMC Ipoh LCEC Chairman, Mr.
Daniel Devadass.



Rev. Doraiseelan John was the MC for the morning
session. He requested Bishop Dr. Jayakumar, President
Rev. Dr. Dennis Raj, Dr. Samikkanu, and Mr. Steven
Sekhar to come forward for the opening declaration
of the BOAH Symposium 2025. A short video clip with
some key historic milestones was displayed. And after
the countdown, Bishop Dr. Jayakumar pulled open the
bunting specially prepared for the occasion and signed
it.

The first keynote address, entitled “The Beginning of
Tamil Christian Methodism in Malaysia,” was shared by
Bishop Dr. Jayakumar. He said the initial background
paper will be shared by Rev. Victor Vethamani via a
recorded video clip.

Rev. Victor shared that Tamil Methodism in Malaysia
developed from the global Wesleyan movement that
began with John Wesley’s far-reaching mission vision.
Methodist work reached this region in 1885 through
Rev. James Thoburn and Rev. William F. Oldham,
eventually taking root among the culturally diverse
Tamil community in Malaya. Over the decades, Tamil
congregations grew despite limited resources, and key
structures—including the Tamil Work Committee (1958)
and the Kuala Lumpur Consultation (1967)—paved
the way for greater autonomy. This culminated in the
formation of the Tamil Provisional Annual Conference
(TPAC) in 1968 and, following Malaysia-Singapore
ecclesiastical separation, the inauguration of the Tamil
Annual Conference (TAC) on 2 December 1976.

Fromjustthreechurchesbefore1900,theTamilMethodist
movement expandedsteadilyto24churchesby1976 and
continues to grow today. Its development was shaped
by pioneering clergy such as Rev. Samuel Abraham, Rev.
James Supramaniam, Rev. S.S. Pakianathan, and Bishop
T.R. Doraisamy, along with influential lay leaders like
G.S. Arumugam, E.V. Nesaratnam, D.R. Daniel, and Miss
Flora Ranie Knight. Their collective leadership, service,
and perseverance enabled Tamil Methodism to flourish
from modest beginnings into a vibrant and established
Methodist conference—continuing to embody Wesley’s
hopeful conviction that “the best is yet to be.”

After the background paper, Bishop Dr. Jayakumar
continued by highlighting the origins and growth of
Tamil Methodism in Malaya, beginning with Rev. William
Oldham’sarrivalin1885.0ldham’sfluencyinTamilallowed
him to minister directly to Tamil migrants, making Tamil
work a central component of early Methodist mission
efforts. The movement initially depended on leaders,
pastors, and theological support from South India and

Ceylon, with figures like J.A. Supramaniam shaping its
foundational structures. As Methodist work expanded
across Penang, Kuala Lumpur, Ipoh, Seremban, Sungai
Siput, and plantation estates, schools such as the
Anglo-Tamil School in Kuala Lumpur played a dual role
in education and evangelism, nurturing a generation of
Tamil Christian leaders.

Over time, Tamil Methodism became increasingly
rooted in local leadership. Pioneers such as Rev.
Samuel Abraham, Simon Peter, Ghnanamuthu, and
Superintendent Supramaniam played pivotal roles in
transitioning the mission from foreign dependence to
indigenous direction. By the early 20th century, the
movement had become well established, contributing
significantly to education, pastoral care for migrant
labourers, and leadership development within the
Indian Christian community. The story concludes with
three enduring insights: the universality of the Gospel
across cultures, the essential partnership between
education and evangelism, and the long-term strength
that comes from cultivating local leaders—forming
a legacy of resilience, faith, and indigenization within
Tamil Methodism in Malaya. He added that he has in
his possession the original letter written in 1947 by Rev.
S.S. Pakianathan to Bishop Edwin S. Lee in response to
his query regarding the Tamil work and ministry. His
response was a letter of 3 pages on how to grow the
Tamil ministry. Bishop was certain that as a conference
we could’ve achieved much more, though there were
obstacles. He said after the symposium we should take
stock and ponder on what we want to achieve in the
future as a conference. He concluded by saying that
our ministry must be local, authentic, and enduring and
leave it to the next generation.

The second keynote address, entitled “The Conversion
of Tamils to Christianity,” was presented by Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Samikkanu Jabamoney Ishak Samuel. He
shared that Christianity reached the Tamil people
through several major historical waves, beginning with
the missionary work of St. Thomas in the 1st century
CE. Early traditions such as the Acts of Thomas and
the Rabban Song describe his ministry in the Indo-
Parthian kingdom and the ancient Chera region, where
he preached, performed miracles, baptized converts,
and established churches before being martyred in
Mylapore. After his time, the arrival of Thomas of Cana
in the 4th century strengthened the early Christian
community. Centuries later, Tamil regions experienced
further Christian influence through European contact.
The Portuguese in the 16th century-initiated mass
conversions among coastal communities such as the



Paravars, supported by Jesuit missionaries like St.
Francis Xavier, Henrique Henriques, Roberto de Nobili,
John de Britto, and Constanzo Beschi, who engaged
deeply with Tamil culture, language, and literature while
promoting Catholic teaching.

From the 18th century onward, Protestant Christianity
spread through Danish, German, and British missionary
movements. The Danish Tranquebar Mission, led by
Bartholomew Ziegenbalg, introduced Tamil Bible
translation, printing, and education. The SPCK and
later the CMS (Church Missionary Society) expanded
evangelism into Thanjavur and especially Tirunelveli,
where figures like Schwartz, Clorinda (Kohila), David
Sundaranandam, Rhenius, Sargent, Tucker, Thomas,
Brooke, and Amy Carmichael established churches,
schools, colleges, hospitals, and Christian villages. Their
efforts led to large-scale conversions, particularly
among marginalized communities, and transformed
Tirunelveli into one of the most influential Protestant
mission fields in India. Across many centuries
and traditions—Catholic, Lutheran, Anglican, and
independent missions—Christianity took root among
the Tamil people through preaching, education, social
reform, literature, and community-building.

The symposium continued with the presentation of
the following topics moderated by Rev. Doraiseelan
John till topic number 6, and then after lunch it was
moderated by Mr. A. Thiruselvam from topic number 7
till topic number 20.

The twenty presentations collectively traced the
rich, localized history and evolving mission of Tamil
Methodism across Malaysia and Singapore, weaving
institutional, congregational, and social threads into
a single narrative of faith, service, and community-
building.Several papers, including accounts of Jelapang,
Ulu Klang, Sungai Pelek, Klang, Tanjong Malim, Penang,
Sungai Petani, and Kuching, offer detailed church
histories that document missionary beginnings, key
clergy and lay leaders, patterns of migration that
seeded congregations, and how each church adapted
worship, education, and outreach to local needs.
Foundational and structural studies—most notably
the histories of the Tamil Annual Conference (TAC), the
MMM formation, and the Nehemiah Project—chart
organizational development, governance, and the
gradual indigenization of leadership from overseas
dependence to local stewardship. Recurring themes
are education and youth formation: the Methodist
mission’s role in Tamil schooling and organizations like
the Boys’ Brigade emerge as central to community
uplift and identity formation. Several pieces highlight
ministries beyond the pulpit—Shekinah Home and
social services, women’s ministries and the documented
“hidden flames” of women’s missionary leadership, and
the growth of senior fellowship groups—showing how
Methodist activity addressed social welfare across life
stages. Discussions on lay empowerment, discipleship,
and theological identity (e.g.,Sentul’s memory workand
broader reflections on faith, migration, and identity)
emphasize grassrootsleadership,contextual theology,

and acommitment to forming resilient congregations.

Together the papers portray a movement that is

historically rooted yet responsive—balancing heritage

and innovation—whose legacy is measured not only
in buildings and dates but in enduring networks of
education, care, lay participation,and localized mission.

After the presentation of all the research papers,
Mr. Steven Sekhar shared the following resolutions
proposed by the participants.

1. The Tamil Methodist Church History Symposium
should be held continuously once every two years.

2. The history of the Tamil Methodist Church should
be brought to the younger generation.

3. Recognize our old church buildings as a heritage
site.

4. Ministries rendered by the members and pastors
should be recorded and documented.

5. Research articles related to the history of the
Tamil Methodist Church should be published in
Christian research journals.

6. To start Boys Brigade ministry in all TAC churches.

At the end, the following categories of people were
called forward to be recognized and appreciated; the
keynote address speaker, editors, moderators, the TAC
president, paper presenters, and organizing committee
members. Rev. John Kovilpillai said the closing prayer
and gave the benediction before the coffee fellowship.
It was amazing to note that apart from the more than
200 registered participants (attendance slightly less
than 200), there were about 1,200 people who viewed the
symposium via the live streaming on YouTube. An article
concerning the event titled ‘Symposium in Ipoh sheds
light on Tamil Methodist mission history’ appeared in
the Star Metro News on 23rd October 2025.

Another milestone achieved was the publication of the
Proceedings for the BOAH Symposium 2025, which was
the first book published by the Tamil Annual Conference
(registered as a publisher), complete with the ISBN
(International Standard Book Number) and barcode. This
was done to facilitate the distribution of the proceedings
to the libraries and institutions as a research journal.
Interested individuals can purchase a copy directly from
the TAC office.

In line with the resolution to form a Boys Brigade
ministry in all our TAC churches, on 2nd October 2025,
the Tamil Annual Conference (TAC) Board of Archives
& History (BOAH) held an online Zoom meeting with
representatives from the Boys’ Brigade (BB) Malaysia
to explore restarting BB ministries in Tamil Methodist
churches. Mr. George Ong (Executive Secretary BB
HQ) and Captain Ong Tok How of 4th Sungai Petani
Company shared how local churches can begin BB

as an outreach ministry by forming a start-up team
with a captain, chaplain, and officers, undergoing
training, and preparing necessary documentation. They
emphasized BB’s goal of holistic youth development—
spiritual, physical, social, and educational—through
structured programs combining Christian discipleship
and discipline. Discussions highlighted practical
matters such as budgets, training, and recruitment,
with testimonies from experienced BB leaders showing
its potential to attract and disciple young people.
Several Tamil Methodist leaders, including Rev. Victor
Vethamani, Mr. Steven Sekhar, Mr. A. Thiruselvam,
Mr. David Muthiah, and Mr. Michael Supra, expressed
interest in introducing BB in their churches and schools.
Next steps include forming a WhatsApp coordination
group, preparing a proposal for TAC leadership, and
arranging officer training to facilitate the launch of BB
ministries across Tamil congregations.

The BOAH Symposium 2025 was undergirded by
prayer. A Musical Prayer Drive, a four-day collaborative
initiative between the Prayer House for All Nations and
the BOAH Symposium team, was held from 9th to 12th
July to stir prayer, unity, and interest for the upcoming
BOAH Symposium 2025. Inspired by the belief that
prayer must precede strategy, the team travelled
through 14 locations—including Wisma TAC, STM, nine
churches, two outreaches, and a church site—assisted
by worship leader Mr. Robert Easton, whose harp-led
worship shaped each gathering. At every stop, the
team presented the BOAH Symposium bunting, shared
testimonies, conducted intercession, and encouraged
congregations to pray for their pastors, ministries,
youths, and ongoing church projects. Significant
moments included a prophetic prayer at the future
church site in Semenyih, powerful sharing sessions, and
heartfelt hospitality shown by local churches.

Throughout the journey, numerous spiritual
breakthroughs occurred, including deep repentance,
reconciliation, emotional healing, recommitments to
serve God, and even a salvation at TMC Sentul. Youths
in Yong Peng dedicated themselves to gospel work,
congregations in Chaah and Segamat experienced
spiritual renewal, and the All-Night Prayer in Segamat
brought intense intercession for Malaysia and several
nations. The team consistently sensed God’s tangible
presence and witnessed His grace at work across
districts. Overall, the Musical Prayer Drive successfully
strengthened churches, revived prayer, and built
anticipation for the BOAH Symposium 2025, with all
glory attributed to God for His protection, favor, and
transformative work.



As we prepared for the BOAH Symposium 2025, several
other initiatives were also implemented:
A. Two Pre-BOAH Symposium Webinars were held.

i) 18/03/2025: Speakers: Rev. Victor Vethamani
& Assoc. Prof. Dr. Samikkanu (more than 25
participated)

This webinar was arranged to help those who
were intending to write research papers for
the symposium. Rev. Victor touched on

how we can recover past historical records of
local churches and organizations for the
purpose of writing history. Dr. Samikkanu
gave an overview regarding the symposium
and encouraged all the churches to submit
as many research papers as possible. He gave
some pointers on how such research papers
can be written.

i) 29/04/2025: Speakers: Rev. Buell William
Neelagandan Abraham & Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Samikkanu (more than 25 participated)

Since many churches could not attend

the first webinar, we had a second one to
encourage more people to write and submit
research papers.

B. We shared regarding the symposium in 4 District
Planning Meetings: Southern, Selangor South,
Central, and Eastern, and also regarding the work
of the BOAH at 3 District Laity Sessions: Perak,
Northern, and Selangor North, totaling 7 out of the
8 districts.

C. Research work
We visited Wisma Methodist on 12th February and
the STM (Seminari Theologi Malaysia) library on
16th and 17th June 2025.

D. Organized an online local church archive reps
training session on 18th May 2025.

E. Zoom online sessions with 3 districts were held to
promote the symposium and also to share about
the work of the Archive board.

F. Updates given concerning the BOAH Symposium
2025 on the new BOAH Facebook by the BOAH
Cloud Platform Team.

G. Letters and publicity were sent out to all the
churches, including video recordings.

H. WhatsApp Groups were created for each district,
identifying the District Archive Coordinators and

also the Local Church Archive Coordinators.
Dissemination of information was also done via
these channels.

l.  Oral history was done i.e., Rev. Gabriel Jebanathan
(which was helpful to write the history of TMC
Sentul).

The BOAH Symposium 2025 stands as a landmark
achievement in the ongoing effort to document,
preserve, and celebrate the legacy of the Tamil
Methodist mission in Malaysia. For the first time held
as an independent event, this symposium not only
gathered scholars, clergy, and laity from across the
connection but also successfully united them around a
shared commitment to safeguarding the rich heritage
of Tamil Methodism. Through twenty research papers,
two insightful keynote addresses, and meaningful
conversations, the symposium illuminated more than
a century of faith, sacrifice, leadership, and community
transformation. It reminded us that the story of Tamil
Methodismisultimatelythestoryof God’s faithfulness—
guiding migrants, raising leaders, inspiring ministries,
nurturing congregations, and shaping the identity of a
people called to serve.

The resolutions adopted and the overwhelming
participation—both on-site and online—demonstrate
the growing conviction that historical awareness must
inform present discipleship and future mission. The
successful publication of the Symposium Proceedings,
the renewed push to strengthen youth ministries
throughtheBoys’Brigade,andthe manypre-symposium
initiatives reflect a movement that is intentional,
collaborative, and forward-looking. Coupled with the
spiritual preparation cultivated through the Musical
Prayer Drive, the entire journey affirmed that when
God’s people seek His glory, He unites their efforts and
multiplies their impact. As the Tamil Annual Conference
enters its fiftieth session, the BOAH Symposium 2025
serves as a timely reminder: our heritage is not merely
to be remembered but to be stewarded—faithfully,
responsibly, and with a vision for generations yet to
come. May the work begun here inspire continued
research, deeper unity, and renewed passion as we
follow God’s leading into the future.

The Executive Committee of the Methodist Women
of the Tamil Annual Conference sent their first batch
of 5 ladies for this Mission Trip to Sri Lanka. A team of
5 women, namely Mrs. Kalyani, Mrs. Selvi Suthagar,
Mrs. Esther Suvi, Mrs. Jasmine Leegan and Mrs. Mary
Devadason together with the Sri Lankan Pastor Joseph
Sridharan started our journey into Sri Lanka boldly.

We ministered in Hatton, Kandy and Colombo. We had
to travel from place to place for about 2 hours, 3hours
and some places more - up and down the valley. The
weather was conducive for us. We had goody bags for
children and door gifts for the women. We provided
Morning Tea and Lunch to all those who were present.

Day one, we were in Hatton. We ministered to about
100 women - church women and pastors’ wives and
also children. In the evenings we had home prayer
meetings in the estates all 3 days.

Day two, we were in Kandy ministering pastors’ wives,
church women and children. There were about 100
women. The pastor in charge and pastor Joseph
assisted with the translation from Tamil to Sinhala, as
many of the participants were Sinhalese.

Day three, we ministered in Colombo. Here too there
were more than 100 women, pastors’ wives and
children. The had travelled from far to attend these
sessions.

We shared among ourselves to lead in the various
sessions. We encouraged the neglected women, prayed
for the sick, shared testimonies, encouraged the
pastors’wives, shared scriptural messages, games and
health talk. All those women and pastors’ wives went
home refreshed and requesting us to come back again
for another session of such meetings.

About 80 children from slum communities, poorbroken
families participated in the children’s programme. Mrs.
Esther Suvi together with others led in the children’s
story time, singing and handwork. The children enjoyed
these sessions and went back home enlightened
happily with their handwork.

Final day, we spent some time in shopping. After which
packed our things and returned to home sweet home.

We
also want to thank the MMM for this great opportunity
to minister in Sri Lanka.

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Faith rises above T
the floods for Deborah as
rebuilding begins in Hat Yai

It became one of the most unforgettable moments in the life of missionary student
Deborahnesam,whoenduredtherecentcatastrophicfloodsinHatYaiwithfear,trembling,
and her faith severely tested. Yet, in those same moments of uncertainty, despair, rising
waters and days without help, food or clean water, she found herself feeling closest to
the Lord. Sis.Deborahnesam, a first-year student at Sabah Theological Seminary, had
arrived in HatYai, Thailand, to complete her two-month year end practical assignment.
But last week, she was caught in one of the worst floods to hit the southern region
of Thailand. She was based at the TEACH Centre, run by the Malaysian Missionary
Movement (MMM-TAC).

Sensing danger as water levels rose, she moved to stay with TEACH Centre, affiliate
coordinators - missionaries Pastor Irvin, his wife, Pearly and their two children, Jaden
and Mercy. But theirhome, too, was engulfed by floodwaters, leaving them stranded on
the upper floor with only biscuits to survive on. Panic intensified when electricity was
cut off and their mobile phones died. For two and a half miserable days, the city was in
total lockdown due to the floodwaters. “l was helpless. What worried me most was my
family back home, not being able to contact them or anyone else. | was completely cut
off. | didn’t know whether we would make it,” said Deborah.

“I’ve never heard rain like that - it came with such brute
force. It was terrifying. “l remember watching the
furious river currents sweep away everything




inits path.lsaw sofas floating, gates and cars submerged,and all kinds of debris drifting
by. “At one point, we heard cows mooing desperately... and then the sound faded away
- only the gurgling of the waters in the night. “But it was when | saw rooftops slowly
disappearing beneath the water that I panicked. I cried. | just wanted to go home to
Malaysia.”

Despite the fear, Deborah and Pastor Irvin’s family prayed, encouraged one
another and sang songs of praise, believing the Lord would see them through.
Their prayers were answered when the waters finally receded, and the blazing
sun appeared but the devastation left behind was overwhelming. “Only after
going through, it did I understand what faith in action really means. I surrendered
everything to the Lord,” she said.

“Now, | can tell others to hold on - to stand firm in unshakeable faith, no
matter how tough life gets, because the Lord will always be with you.“It’s now
about looking forward, staying positive and helping others overcome their
challenges as they rebuild their lives.” More than a million local people and
visitors like Deborah were affected by the floods, and hundreds lost their
lives.

The TEACH Centre and Pastor Irvin’s home were among the many that
sufferedlosses.The MMMteam,ledbyitsdirectorBro.JesuthasonandBoard
of Mission chairman Bro.James Jerna, together with several pastors and
missionaries, RevJoseph Ambrose, Rev David, Rev Jonathan, Pastor
Ebenezer, Pastor Sharvin and Sis.Rajes, drove into Hat Yai on
1st December to conduct relief mission and cleaning work.

The team comforted and prayed with Deborah, Pastor
Irvin and his wife Pearly, before helping clean up the Centre
and the home by clearing furniture, debris and electrical
appliances that had floated and scattered everywhere. MMM
also distributed food and bottled water to other missionaries,
ministry partners, families from PALAY community, and the
surrounding Buddhist community. About 80 families received
assistance. One elderly woman, who lived alone, needed help
removing her soaked mattresses, blankets and pillows from
her wooden house. The team blessed her with new items and
prayed for her.

Thanks to generous funds and donations from several
churches, MMM was able to offer aid but rebuilding will
require time, manpower and finances. MMM hopes more
will step forward to help. With continuous prayer and
support, we believe the people of HatYai will rise again
and recover from this calamity because God turns every
storm into a testimony of His faithfulness.
