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Greetings in the Lord’s Name.

The TAC Pastors School for 2021 was a significant event in the life of our Conference.
It was significant for at least two reasons. Firstly, it was a Pastors School that was
held via Zoom due to Covid travel restrictions and SOPs. We have never done this
before. Secondly, it saw the coming together for the first time of all our Pastors, Lay
Pastors, Missionaries, Evangelist and Church Workers- more than sixty of us. We were
planning to have a Pastors’ School with families since 2020 but were not able to due to
current Corona pandemic. The Pastors School program was spread out over two days -
28th May and 29th May 2021 with both Bishop of TAC Rev. Dr.Dennis Raj and the
Bishop of the Methodist Church Rev. Dr. T. Jeyakumar as our speakers. The program

was from 9.00am -1.00pm for the two days.

Rev. Justin Clarance welcomed all the participants and Rev. Timothy Raj led in a time
of refreshing worship. Our Bishop Dennis led in the morning devotion and chose
Genesis 21: 14-21 as his Scripture portion. He spoke from the life of Hagar, who had
experienced rejection as a servant girl. But God saw her struggles and her feeling of
rejection. He also sees our struggles too. He reminded the pastors and missionaries
that the Bible is full of rejected people like Joseph and Moses. He also pointed out
about how God sees our tears ( v.16,17) and gives an answer or solution to our
struggles. He reminded the pastors and missionaries to always return to God for

solutions to challenges in life and ministry.

This was followed by a time on intercession led by Rev. Vijiadass - praying for our
country, our churches and the pandemic. In his second session, Bishop Dennis spoke
about how to be Salt and Light in the Local church. He shared about how to conduct a
special Mid-term review and gave guidelines on how to evaluate and bring the local
church ministries in tandem with the Conference theme. All Local churches were
required to do this review. The first day finished with the Board on Ministry sharing

updates related to ministry.
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The second day began with a time of renewal through worship led by Rev. Jeyarajan.
Bishop Jeyakumar did two sessions with the pastors and missionaries and spoke
about what it means to be a renewed pastor. This was in line with the quadrennium
theme "A Renewed Church of the Methodist Church in Malaysia". Bishop Jeyakumar
spoke from Lamentations 5:21 on the need for personal renewal and having a clear
vision of where one was going. He also spoke on the hindrances to renewal and how
the pastor must set the standards for others to follow. He emphasised spending time
with God and the need for spiritual directors as part of our growing ministry. He
encouraged pastors to always be on the learning curve and learn from other
churches. He also stressed the importance of personal holiness as a primary goal in
the life of the pastor. The second day concluded with a question and answer session
with Bishop Jeyakumar.

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“YOUTH MINISTRY”

Life before pandemic is now something that seems to be a distant memory for most of
us. Weekly MYF activities which were once looked forward to and were a routine in the
lives of many has now been put to a halt. In fact, many youths who used to be constantly
occupied with tons of things to do seem to have more time at hand. Predictability and
certainty are two words that definitely cannot be associated with the current times.

This pandemic situation has overhauled the entire direction of all ministries as we know
it, youth ministry in particular. In general, MYF was seen more as a program-focused
weekly activity held in churches. However, that perspective has now shifted. MYF is now
viewed as an important and dynamic tool to be utilised to cater to the spiritual needs of
our youths and the church community. But the question is how can the current situation
laced with tight restrictions on physical and social gathering can revitalize the youth
ministry and draw more young people to God?

First of all, we ourselves must accept the reality that things might not be back to where
they were. It is now going to be the era of post-Covid. Thus, it is important to discern the
season and time that we are currently in. Where are we heading and what does the
future hold for us, the youths of the Tamil Annual Conference? We now stand at an edge
that will spur us to an entirely different paradigm shift in the youth ministry. Thus, this
births the four-part focus points in the TAC MYF Blueprint crafted to ensure the
relevance of this ministry to the youths today.

1.Counselling

The purpose of this is to reach out to young people who are undergoing difficult times;
depression, suicidal thoughts and other struggles. Counselors are assigned to help those
in need. In the event that our young people need assistance, somebody to talk or pray
with, they can reach out to them. Our counselors will be equipped to walk with these
young people during these trying times.

2.Media Ministry

This part of the ministry is very crucial in this new norm as almost all the church
ministries are carried out via the online platform. Necessary information and contents
will be shared with our youths through social media and our TAC MYF App. We launched
the TAC MYF App last year which currently serves as a platform to provide our youths
with information about the TAC youth ministry. It also includes youth Bible series and
Bible studies.
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3.Youth Development

The vision of this idea is to scaffold the leadership process by providing opportunities for
the upcoming leaders to be mentored under the current youth leaders and pastors.
Practical skills, community exposure as well as spiritual guidance are passed down in
order to prepare them for their future roles as leaders.

4.Education

The idea behind this is to support and encourage youths of the Tamil Annual Conference
in pursuing tertiary education. We believe that it is our social responsibility to provide
financial support for students to have access to higher education. This will ensure a
bright future for these youths and their family and will increase their contribution to the
society.

| greatly encourage all of us to pray for our young people that they will find their identity
in God's plan for them and that they will have the courage to pursue it at all cost in order
to impact their family, church and the community for Christ.

Referring to our Churches or even our Tamil
Annual Conference, we have always talked
about Renewal and Revival. | remember in
2018 and 2019 we had conferences on
Renewal through Prayer as well as A New
Wave. But, as the Corona pandemic started
in 2020 till now, are we experiencing the real
Renewal and Revival which we talked about?
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Though, we see many Prayer
Conferences as well as other teaching
Seminars organized, yet we are not
seeing the desirable outcome of
Renewal and Revival. Why?

Jesus is specific about the bondage to
sin that holds down the people of the
world. The only way to be set free is to
believe in Jesus. The only way to truly
believe and so “know the truth,” is to
live out his teaching and becoming his
disciples.

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“SEEK GOD’S GLORY BY BEING SALT & LIGHT OF THE WORLD"

We are all aware of the ongoing outbreak of the Coronavirus 2019 (COVID-19). Together
we are facing a truly unprecedented situation. The global coronavirus pandemic has
been affecting all our families, our ministries, our communities, and it had changed our
way of living. Due to the pandemic, we had to cancel our physical pastors’ school and
held it online via Zoom instead.

The pastors’ school was held for two days (on 28th &29th May ) from 9.00 am - 1.00pm.
The main speaker for the pastors’ school was Bishop Dr.T Jeyakumar with the theme on
“THE RENEWED PASTOR". In his session, Bishop clarified that a renewed church will be
an empowering church. This includes enriching families, enhancing education and
engaging the nation. In the same way, Bishop highlighted that the principal to having a
renewed church is by having renewed pastors and perhaps the best gift we can give to
God and His church is to be renewed personally as the saying goes “like shepherd like
sheep”.

Bishop used the life of John Wesley as an illustration whereby God used many
individuals and allowed failure, crisis and hardship in the life of John Wesley that
transformed him to become a renewed clergyman. Once he was renewed, many were
touched by his life and through his sermon. The life of John Wesley is indeed an
inspiration for us especially in renewing our holiness and being God-centered pastors
and leaders.

Bishop also highlighted that as pastors and leaders, we should always beware of
hindrances to renewal. Examples of hindrances are pride, sexual sin, greed, lazy mind,
oversensitiveness and many more. Hindrances always come in the form of self-pleasure.
For a start, it will give you happiness but at last, it will crush you and destroy your image
in society. On the other hand, self-awareness strengthens us to better connect with
those whom we are called to relate with as well as to be mindful of our own emotions
and feelings as we are called to lead congregations towards a fruitful ministry.

According to Bishop, we are much for God only when we have been much with God.
Pastors who spend too much time with people are not useful to the people. He further
explained that a renewed pastor always spends more time waiting upon God's
manifestation rather than spending time with people. Spending more time with people
eventually would lead us into unnecessary and unwholesome talks such as gossips,
discussing someone's personal life with others and spreading negativity. Renewed
pastors usually do not concern themselves with this. Rather, they prefer to mind their
own business and talk to God more!
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As renewed pastors, we should always practice waiting or relying upon God. We should
practice waiting upon God at least one hour a week, one day in a month and one week a
year. Waiting upon God gives us a positive mind, new ideas in ministry and help us to
recognize God's direction in our lives and ministries. In the same way, it helps us to listen
to God, remove distractions and clarifies our visions as well. Even spiritual giants
practiced waiting upon God in extraordinary ways. John Wesley, for example, prayed two
hours a day while George Whitefield prayed at least three hours a day. The secret of
success in their lives and ministries include waiting upon God in prayer and knowing
God's direction clearly. Renewed pastors always think about God, communicate about
God and live to testify God.

Bishop also emphasized that spiritual disciplines were essential in a pastor’s life. Without
the spiritual discipline of Bible consumption, we won't be able to pursue godliness.
Secondly, practicing spiritual disciplines also keeps us in God's presence. We should
practice spiritual disciplines such as worship, early rising, bible reading, prayer, solitude,
fasting and etc. Spending more time with God and building spiritual disciplines helps us
be the person God desires us to be - Christlike.

Last but not least, Bishop stressed that our real self is who we are when we are alone.
Spiritual discipline helps us to strip off our false self. Spiritual discipline transforms us to
become our true self and therefore we are able to envision and lead others effectively
into the will of God when we minister through our true self in the power of the Spirit of
God as reflected in Zechariah 4:6. Bishop also pointed out that we will be able to pastor
the church into the will of God only when we are renewed. At last, he requested pastors
to make a commitment henceforth to be a renewed servant of God.

As many of us are reading this article let us follow what Bishop said. As a testimony, "
started applying what | learnt and began to see changes in my life. People began to
notice the changes in my passion for God as well". If | can see the changes for sure all of
us will also be able to see the difference when we have a passion to be renewed as
pastors and leaders. As renewed pastors, let us be the SALT & LIGHT OF THE WORLD
and testify to God by reaching out our hands together.

A young man was wondering how he can get
enlisted in the army to be able to fight for his
country. He went to the army barrack nearby his
house and inquired the officer over there. They
informed him that he needs to apply and fulfil the
requirements before he can be enlisted. He
immediately requested for the form and the
officer concerned told him he needs to wait for
the advertisement that would appear in the local
papers. The young man was asked to follow the
instructions that will appear in the
advertisement. After prodding further, the young
man was surprised to find out that the
advertisement would appear only once a year. He
was curious and asked if they really needed more
recruits or not. The officer calmly replied that it's
the procedure and there was no way to change
the system in place.

Guess what? The young man was surprised with
the response because he was eager to respond
when he saw the news flash and the call made by
the government for the young people to come
forward to become soldiers. Instead, over here,
he was asked to wait for the advertisement. He
didn’t understand why all the procedures which
to him seemed to be hindrances rather than
encouragement. His zeal and passion to become
a soldier became dampened and he went back
home dejected and discouraged.

This short illustration may seem very obvious to you
and me. Why did the young man become dejected
and discouraged? Didn’t he understand the
instructions given to him by the army officer? Let us
look at the scripture and see how we respond to the
call to be enlisted as the good soldier of Christ
Jesus.

All of us are enlisted as soldiers in this spiritual
battle against the flesh, the world and Satan. We
have received many orders from our Commanding
Officer, our Lord Jesus Christ. He has empowered us
with the Holy Spirit and given us the everlasting and
eternal sword which is double edged, the Living
Word of God. The amazing quality of all His
endearing are they will not deplete in power or
prowess, rather the POWER of the HOLY SPIRT, the
PRECISION and PENETRATION of the SWORD which
is the LIVING WORD does not weaken overtime or
overuse rather they become more powerful and
more penetrating as you increase its use.

Below we are going to look at 3 of those commands
we have received as soldiers of our Lord Jesus
Christ;

A. 2 Timothy 2:3, Endure hardship like a good
soldier of Christ Jesus.

Hardship is a
must in the life of a soldier.

The fact of the matter is
you and | may not be able to change our
circumstances or what is going on around us.
However, you and | can and must change our
mind set, attitude and behaviour of how we face
these challenges and hardships that seem to
bombard us daily in order to be a good soldier
and not just an ordinary one. Our primary
thought should be nothing has anything to do
with who we are. It has everything to do with our
Creator, our Heavenly Father. It has nothing to do
with whether you and | are feeling discomfort or
what we desire should take place. Rather we
should declare as Paul said in Philippians 3:8, |
have lost all things that | may gain Christ. A
soldier of Christ Jesus will consider all things as
garbage. Our ultimate purpose must be to
participate in the sufferings of Christ, and to
become like Him and His for the glory of God.

Are you able to
endure it?

B. No one serving as a soldier gets entangled in
civilian affairs

You may be wondering what it means civilian
affairs. It encompasses everything from trade to
business of life. Whatever that is of worldly affair
and care should not entangle the life of a soldier.
Your immediate response would be how can we
get on with our lives if that was the case? The
difference is in getting involved and entangled.
Jesus prayed for us who are in the world that we
would not be of the world (John 17:11,14,16).

Jim Elliott’s life
verse clearly depicts how a soldier must be, “He is
no fool who gives up what he cannot keep to
gain what he cannot lose”.

This is just a
temporal abode. And therefore, let us set our
minds on things above (Colossians 3:2).

“Let worldly minds the world pursue, It has no
charms for me; Once | admired its trifles too. But
grace has set me free.” (John Newton).
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C. 2 Timothy 2:4, Serve as a soldier to please your
commanding officer.

What is our mission as the soldier of Christ
Jesus? Is it to slay the demons and does our
worth depend on the number of people we
delivered? Friends, our call is to Christ. We need
to understand what it really means before we can
please our commanding officer. Jesus Christ
loves us and has freed us from our sins by his
blood.

Safety & Protection

In the situation where the Coronavirus wave
is spreading rapidly, it is necessary to
protect ourselves and our church. With the
Government’s implementation of Movement
